149 Directions to require compliance with codes of practice

(1) Subsection (2) applies if, in relation to a policy statement issued by a local authority,
the Welsh Ministers consider that the authority's alternative policy for the exercise of
functions (in whole or in part) is not likely to lead to the exercise of social services
functions to an adequate standard.

(2) The Welsh Ministers may direct the local authority to take any action which the Welsh
Ministers consider appropriate for the purpose of securing the exercise of functions
by the authority in accordance with the relevant requirement in the relevant code.
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
