(This Chapter Applies Only to Secure Contracts)

Section 212 – Contract-holder’s notice ground

462. Where a contract-holder under a secure contract has given notice to the landlord under
the term of the contract incorporating section 163, and subsequently the landlord
has made a possession claim in reliance of the ground in the term of the contract
incorporating section 165 (i.e. the contract-holder has failed to give up possession after
he or she gave notice to end the contract), the court must make a possession order,
subject to any defence based on the contract-holder’s human rights.
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
