THE ACT

Ending of self-governing status of schools

Section 22 – Interruption of process of transition to self-governing status

51. Section 22 provides that if a school’s proposals for self-governing status have been
approved by the Secretary of State or the Scottish Ministers, but that the school has not
yet assumed full self-governing status, the school’s transition to self-governing status
will be treated as if it had never started. The school will therefore remain within the
local authority’s management.

52. In practice, this provision affects only Fort William Primary School, which is currently
the only school in this transitional state, i.e. where their proposals for acquisition of self-
governing status have been approved, but the school has not yet assumed that status.
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
