Regulations and rules

56 Regulations relating to the Council

(1) Regulations may—
(a) confer additional functions on the Council in relation to—

(i) the regulation of persons employed in the provision of care services;
or

(ii) the education or training of persons in respect of whom it maintains
a register under section 44(1) of this Act; and

(b) require the Council to secure that, on such conditions, in such circumstances
and on the payment of such fees as may be specified in the regulations, any
person shall be afforded access to, and provided with a copy of an entry in or
with an extract from, a register kept by the Council.

(2) Before the Scottish Ministers make regulations under subsection (1) above, they shall
consult such persons, or groups of persons, as they consider appropriate.
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
