Subsection (1) isbased on the equivalent provision in section 1(5) of the Human Tissue
Act 1961 (c.54) and provides that where a person knows, or has reason to believe, that
an examination of the body is or may be required for the purposes of the procurator
fiscal, the person may not remove abody part, or authorise anyone el seto remove abody
part, for the purposes of section 3(1), except with the consent of the procurator fiscal.
Subsection (2) provides that for the purposes of subsection (1), the fiscal’s consent can
be given verbally, provided it is confirmed in writing as soon as reasonably practicable.
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
