Creation

148 Registration of inhibition

(1) An inhibition is registered only by registering—
(a) the schedule of inhibition; and
(b) the certificate of execution of the inhibition,

in the Register of Inhibitions.

(2) References in any enactment to registering or, as the case may be, recording an
inhibition must, unless the context otherwise requires, be construed as references to
registration in accordance with subsection (1) above.

(3) The—
(a) schedule of inhibition; and
(b) certificate of execution of the inhibition,

must be in (or as nearly as may be in) the form prescribed by the Scottish Ministers
by regulations.
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
