Section 66: Transitional arrangements for proceedings

367.  Thissection makes provision for thetransfer of both continuing and recently completed
district court proceedings, including related records, productions and other documents,
to the appropriate JP court. Recently completed proceedings are proceedings that have
been completed not more than 5 years before the date on which the district court in
guestion is disestablished.

368. The sheriff principal for the sheriffdom in which the district court is located will
determine the relevant JP court to which proceedings and records should be transferred.
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
