Part 4 – Flood Risk Management: Local Authority Functions

Section 60 – Flood protection schemes

182. This section defines a flood protection scheme as being a scheme by a local authority for
the management of flood risk within the authority’s area. Subsection (2) sets out what a
proposed flood protection scheme must contain. The Scottish Ministers are empowered
to lay down requirements to include maps, plans and other specifications in regulations.
In addition, a scheme must state how the measures included in it will contribute to the
implementation of any relevant local flood risk management plan and, if they will not
contribute, demonstrate how this will not affect delivery of such a plan (for example,
because there is no such plan or because it will be possible to carry out the scheme as
well as the measures contained in the plan). Further provision about the making of a
flood protection scheme is made within schedule 2, which may also be amended by the
Scottish Ministers by order. The Scottish Ministers may only make such an order after
consultation with those persons and bodies listed in subsection (5).
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
