Paragraph 1(2) repeals sections 22A (Consultation on certain changes in educational
matters) and 22B (Consent for certain changesin educational matters) of the 1980 Act.
Section 22A contains the power to prescribe proposals in respect of which education
authorities are required to consult and the manner of those consultations. Section 22B
requiresauthoritiesto submit to the Scottish Ministers, for their consent, certain types of
proposal s concerning educational provision and such proposals cannot beimplemented
without the Scottish Ministers' consent. Section 22A and 22B provided the enabling
powersto make the 1981 Regulations, which are revoked on the repeal of sections 22A
and 22B. Paragraph 1(1) makes amendments to section 22 (discontinuance and moves
of educational establishments) of the 1980 Act in consequence of the repeal of sections
22A and 22B and replaces references to those sections with references to the Act.

Paragraph 2 repeals section 143 of the Local Government etc. (Scotland) Act 1994 in
consequence of the repeal of sections 22A and 22B of the 1980 Act.
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
