Part 5 – Marine Protection and Enhancement:  the Scottish Marine Protection
Area

Authorisation of things prohibited, regulated etc. by marine conservation orders

Section 93 - Delegation of issuing permits or authorisations

148. Section 93 allows for an MCO to provide that Scottish Ministers can delegate the
issuing of permits or authorisations to third parties. By way of illustration, this
would allow charter boat operators or community associations authorised by Scottish
Ministers to themselves authorise visitor access to Historic MPAs providing that certain
conditions had been met, thereby avoiding the need for each visitor to obtain individual
authorisation from the Scottish Ministers.
