Section 50 — Premises licences: procedurein relation to relevant offences or foreign
offences

166.  Section 50 amends section 44 of the 2005 Act so that when a Licensing Board receives
a notice of conviction in relation to a premises licence holder (or a person connected
to the premises licence holder) they must initiate a review of the premises licence and
hold a hearing only where the Chief Constable has made a recommendation under
section 44(5), namely that having regard to the conviction specified in the notice, it is
necessary for the purposes of any of the licensing objectives that the premises licence
should be varied, suspended or revoked. Where the Chief Constable has not made such
arecommendation then the Board may either make a premiseslicence review proposal,
(and hold a hearing), or decide to take no further action in relation to the conviction.
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
