If, at the hearing before the sheriff, the child and the rel evant person(s)
accept the grounds, the sheriff must, unless satisfied in al the circumstances that
evidence in relation to the ground should be heard, dispense with hearing the evidence
and find the ground established. This does not remove the sheriff’s discretion to hear
evidence where the sheriff considers thisis necessary.
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
