Section 2 — Application of the 1981 Act to game birds

22. Section 2 of the Act has the effect that a game bird as it was defined in the 1981 Act
(a pheasant, partridge, red or black grouse, or ptarmigan) comes within the definition
of “wild bird” in section 27(1) of that Act, and is therefore covered by the offencesin
the 1981 Act which relate to wild birds. The amendment should be read with section 25
and Part 2 of the schedule, which repeal the older enactmentswhich restrictsthekilling,
taking and sale of game birds.
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
