CHAPTER III

ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS FOR PLACING ON THE
MARKET OF AQUACULTURE ANIMALS AND PRODUCTS THEREOF

SECTION 1

General Provisions

Article 11

Scope

1 Unless otherwise provided, this Chapter shall apply only to the diseases and the species
susceptible thereto listed in Part II of Annex IV.

2 Member States may allow the placing on the market for scientific purposes of
aquaculture animals and products thereof, which do not comply with this Chapter under the
strict supervision of the competent authority.

The competent authority shall ensure that such placing on the market does not jeopardise
the health status with regard to the diseases listed in Part II of Annex IV of aquatic
animals at the place of destination or at places of transit.

Any such movements between Member States shall not take place without prior
notification of the competent authorities of the Member States concerned.
