3 Recording visual images or sound on learner transport

After section 14B of the Learner Travel (Wales) Measure 2008 insert—

“14C Recording visual images or sound on learner transport

(1) Regulations may—
(a) require prescribed arrangements to be made for recording visual

images or sound of events occurring on the learner transport provided
or otherwise secured by a relevant body;

(b) make provision about the use, storage and retention of visual images or
sound recorded on learner transport provided or secured by a relevant
body;

(c) provide for criminal offences and penalties for breaches of
requirements imposed under this section.

(2) Regulations under subsection (1) may (among other things) confer powers or
duties on any of the following—

(a) a relevant body;
(b) a person who provides learner transport secured by a relevant body.

(3) Regulations under subsection (1) may not authorise or require recording to be
carried out in a manner that is calculated to ensure that persons who are subject
to it are unaware that it is or may be taking place.”.
