Licensing of street traders

Conditions relating to street trading licences

7—(1) A council shall specify in a street trading licence conditions—
(a) requiring—

(1) a licence holder who is a stationary trader to trade only on the street
trading pitch allocated to him by the council;

(i) a licence holder who is a mobile trader to trade only in the area or
areas within the district specified by the council;

(b) identifying the class or classes of articles, things or services which the
licence holder may sell or supply under the authority of the licence;

(c) identifying the day or days on which, and the time during which, the
licence holder may sell or supply articles, things or services;

(d) identifying the nature, size and type of any receptacle which may be used
by the licence holder in connection with any sale or supply of articles,
things or services and the number of any such receptacles which may be
so used;

(e) requiring that any receptacle so used shall display in a prominent position
the name of the licence holder and the number of his licence;

(f) regulating the storage of articles, things or receptacles;

(g) regulating the deposit and removal of refuse, and the containers to be used
for the deposit of such refuse and their location pending its removal;

(h) requiring that the licence holder shall avail himself to a reasonable extent
of his right to trade under the licence;
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(i) regulating the arrangements for payment to the council of fees and other
charges imposed under section 15.

(2) A council may, when granting or renewing a street trading licence, specify
in the licence such further conditions as it considers reasonable.
