Section 8: Trafficking offencesto be triable only on indictment

Section 8 amends sections 57, 58 and 59 of the 2003 Act and section 4
of the 2004 Act to remove provision for summary conviction of human
trafficking offences. Section 8 ensures that, from commencement, al future
offences of human trafficking, whether for sexual exploitation or other forms of
exploitation, will be triable on indictment only in the Crown Court, where the
maximum sentence available is 14 years.
