SCHEDULE 1

THE PHARMACEUTICAL SOCIETY OF NORTHERN IRELAND

PART I

THE CONSTITUTION OF THE SOCIETY
1. The Society is a body corporate.

2. Every person registered as a pharmaceutical chemist shall, so long as he continues to be so
registered, be a member of the Society.

3.—(1) Every person registered as a druggist shall, so long as he continues to be so registered,
be an associate of the Society.

(2) Every associate of the Society shall have the privilege of attending and voting at all meetings
of the Society, and otherwise taking part in the Society's proceedings, in the same manner as a
member of the Society.

4. Every person registered as a student shall, so long as he continues to be so registered, be a
student of the Society.

5. The Council may elect suitable members or associates of the Society as fellows of the Society
and may elect suitable persons as honorary members of the Society.
