PART II
INTRA-COMMUNITY TRADE

Dealers

8.—(1)  A dealer in cattle, pigs, sheep and goats, engaging in intra-Community trade shall comply
with the provisions of Part III of Schedule 2.

(2)  A dealer in other animals engaging in intra-Community trade, if required to do so by a notice
served on him by the Department, shall register as such with the Department and shall give the
Department such undertakings as to compliance with these Regulations as shall be specified in the
notice.

(3)  For the purposes of paragraph (2) the Department shall keep a register of dealers engaging in
intra-Community trade who have registered in accordance with that paragraph.

(4)  Any person who has registered under paragraph (2) shall keep a record of—
(a) all consignments of animals and animal products delivered to him; and
(b) where a consignment is divided up or subsequently marketed, of the subsequent destination

of the animals or animal products comprising it.

and shall keep such records for 12 months from the date of delivery to him of the consignment.
