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SCHEDULE 4

OFFENCE OF PERMITTING A DOG TO ENTER LAND
FROM WHICH IT IS EXCLUDED and FORM OF ORDER

1.—(1) Subject to sub-paragraphs (2) and (3), it is an offence for any person when being in charge
of a dog on land to which a dog control order (described as a “Dogs Exclusion Order” in the form
of order set out below) applies, at any time or during such times or periods as may be specified in
the order, to take the dog onto, or to permit it to enter or to remain on, such land.

(2) No offence is committed where the person has a reasonable excuse for taking the dog onto,
or permitting it to enter or remain on, the land, or the owner, occupier or other person or authority
having control of the land has consented (generally or specifically) to the person doing so.

(3) The offence does not apply to a person with a disability (within the meaning of the Disability
Discrimination Act 1995)(1) in respect of a dog kept or used by the person wholly or mainly for the
purpose of assisting the person to carry out normal day-to-day activities.
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
