The Roads (Speed Limit) Order (Northern Ireland) 2013

Made - - - - 10th May 2013
Coming into operation - 31st May 2013

The Department for Regional Development(a) makes the following Order in exercise of the
powers conferred by Articles 37(3), 37(4) and 38(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation (Northern
Ireland) Order 1997(b) and now vested in it(c).

The Department has consulted such persons as it considered appropriate in compliance with
paragraphs 1 and 2 of Schedule 5 to that Order.

The Department has published a notice in compliance with paragraphs 1 and 3 of that Schedule.

No written objection or other representation has been received.

Citation and commencement

1. This Order may be cited as The Roads (Speed Limit) Order (Northern Ireland) 2013 and shall
come into operation on 31st May 2013.
Application of speed limits

2. The driving of motor vehicles at a speed exceeding 20 miles per hour on the roads specified in
Schedule 1 is prohibited.

3. The driving of motor vehicles at a speed exceeding 40 miles per hour on the lengths of road
specified in Schedule 2 is prohibited.

4. The driving of motor vehicles at a speed exceeding 50 miles per hour on the lengths of road
specified in Schedule 3 is prohibited.
Revocations

5. The provisions described in Schedule 4 are revoked.

Roads subject to a speed limit of 20 miles per hour

1. Mourne Avenue, Unclassified No. 4015, Strabane.
2. Mourne Place, Unclassified No. 4015, Strabane.

3. St. Mary’s Place, Unclassified No. 4015, Strabane.
4. Croaghan View, Unclassified No. 4015, Strabane.

SCHEDULE 2 Atticle 3
Lengths of road subject to a speed limit of 40 miles per hour

1. Moneybrannon Road, Route B207, Coleraine, from a point 120 metres south-east of its
junction with Ardreagh Road, Route B66, for a distance of 460 metres in a north-westerly
direction.

2. Ballynahinch Road, Route C297, Lisburn, from a point 130 metres north of its junction with
Green Road, Unclassified No. 160, to its junction with Comber Road (north leg), Route B178.

3. Upper Ballynahinch Road, Route C297, Lisburn, from its junction with Comber Road (north
leg), Route B178, for a distance of 165 metres in an easterly direction.

4. Comber Road (north leg), Route B178, Lisburn, from its junction with Ballynahinch Road,
Route C297, to a point 252 metres north-east of that junction.

5. Comber Road (south leg), Route B178, Lisburn, from its junction with Ballynahinch Road,
Route C297, to a point 75 metres south-west of that junction.

6. Cherrymount Link Road, Route A32, Enniskillen, from its junction with Cherrymount Road,
Route A32, to its junction with Tempo Road, Route B80.

7. Tempo Road, Route B80, Enniskillen, from a point 10 metres north-east of its junction with
Woodview, Unclassified No. 6511, to a point 110 metres north-east of its junction with
Lackaghboy Road, Unclassified No. 65009.

SCHEDULE 3 Article 4
Lengths of road subject to a speed limit of 50 miles per hour

1. Curragh Road, Route A54, Coleraine, from a point 210 metres north of its junction with
Knockaduff Road, Unclassified No. 344, for a distance of 1025 metres in a south-easterly
direction.

2. Tempo Road, Route B80, Enniskillen, from a point 110 metres north-east of its junction with
Lackaghboy Road, Unclassified No. 6509, to a point 15 metres north-east of its junction with
Killyvilly Heights, Unclassified No. 6508.

(This note is not part of the Order)

This Order—
(@) applies a speed limit of 20 miles per hour to the roads specified in Schedule 1;
(b) applies a speed limit of 40 miles per hour to the lengths of road specified in Schedule 2;

(c) applies a speed limit of 50 miles per hour to the lengths of road specified in Schedule 3;
and

(d) revokes the provisions in Schedule 4.
In relation to the revoked provisions in Schedule 4—

1. The speed limit on Croaghan View, Strabane (item 328 of paragraph 1 of Schedule 4) is now
set at 20 miles per hour.

2. The speed limit on Mourne Avenue, Strabane (item 348 of paragraph 1 of Schedule 4) is now
set at 20 miles per hour.

3. The speed limit on Mourne Place, Strabane (item 349 of paragraph 1 of Schedule 4) is now
set at 20 miles per hour.

4. The speed limit on St. Mary’s Drive, Strabane (item 361 of paragraph 1 of Schedule 4) is now
set at 20 miles per hour.

5. The speed limit on St. Mary’s Place, Strabane (item 362 of paragraph 1 of Schedule 4) is now
set at 20 miles per hour.

6. The speed limit on the length of Ardreagh Road, Coleraine (item 1 of paragraph 2 of Schedule
4) is now 30 miles per hour (restricted by street lighting).

7. The speed limit on the length of Bellany Road, Coleraine (item 90 of paragraph 2 of Schedule
4) is now 30 miles per hour (restricted by street lighting).

8. The speed limit on the length of Masteragwee Road, Coleraine (item 109 of paragraph 2 of
Schedule 4) is now 30 miles per hour (restricted by street lighting).

9. The speed limit on the length of Moneybrannon Road, Coleraine (item 110 of paragraph 2 of
Schedule 4) is now included in a longer length of road set at 40 miles per hour.

10. The speed limit on the length of Rusky Park, Coleraine (item 117 of paragraph 2 of Schedule
4) is now 30 miles per hour (restricted by street lighting).

11. The speed limit on the length of Rusky Park, Coleraine (item 118 of paragraph 2 of Schedule
4) is now 30 miles per hour (restricted by street lighting).

12. The speed limit on the length of Curraghmore Road, Garvagh (item 178 of paragraph 2 of
Schedule 4) is now 30 miles per hour (restricted by street lighting).

13. The speed limit on the length of Glen Road, Garvagh (item 179 of paragraph 2 of Schedule
4) is now 30 miles per hour (restricted by street lighting).

14. The speed limit on the length of Craigmore Road, Coleraine (item 237 of paragraph 2 of
Schedule 4) is now 30 miles per hour (restricted by street lighting).

15. The speed limit on the length of Ballynahinch Road, Lisburn (item 100 of paragraph 3 of
Schedule 4) is now set at 40 miles per hour.

16. The speed limit on the length of Tempo Road, Enniskillen (Article 4 in paragraph 4 of
Schedule 4) is now set at partly 50 miles per hour and partly 40 miles per hour.

17. The speed limit on the length of Cherrymount Link Road, Enniskillen (item 7 of paragraph 5
of Schedule 4) is set at 40 miles per hour.
