Definitions

4. In Article 3
(a) After the definition of “the Authority” insert—
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customer” has the meaning given by Article 2(1) of the Directive;”;
for the definition of “the Directive” substitute—

““the Directive” means Directive (EU) 2019/944 of the European Parliament
and of the Council of 5 June 2019 on common rules for the internal market for
electricity and amending Directive 2012/27/EU(1);”;
after the definition of “extension” insert—
““final customer” has the meaning given by Article 2(3) of the Directive;”;
after the definition of “high voltage line” insert—
““household customer” has the meaning given by Article 2(4) of the Directive;”;
after the definition of “line” insert—
““non-frequency ancillary services” has the meaning given by Article 2(49) of
the Directive;”;
after the definition of “premises” insert—
““regional coordination centre” has the meaning given by Article 2(50) of the
Directive;

“supplier” means any person who supplies electricity within the meaning of
Article 2(12) of the Directive;”; and

in the definition of “vertically integrated undertaking” for “Article 2(21)” substitute
“Article 2(53)”.
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
