EXPLANATORY NOTE

This Order appoints 9th February 2005 as the date for the coming into force of the remaining 
provisions of Part 1 of the Land Reform (Scotland) Act 2003 (“the Act”), and the consequential 
amendments in schedule 2 to the Act which relate to that Part.  This will bring fully into force the 
provisions of the Act on access rights.
