The Licensed Premises Gaming Machine
Permits (Scotland) Regulations 2007

Making of application

3.—(1) A person who applies to a Licensing Board (in its capacity as a licensing authority under
the 1976 Act) for a relevant alcohol licence or who holds a relevant alcohol licence issued by a
Licensing Board (in that capacity) may apply to that Board (in its capacity as a licensing authority
under the Act) for a licensed premises gaming machine permit.

(2) An application may not be made under this regulation if a licence under Part 8 of the Act
has effect in relation to the premises.

(3) An application under paragraph (1) may also be made to a Licensing Board by a person who
holds a relevant alcohol licence issued by the board constituted under section 1 of the 1976 Act(1)
of which that Licensing Board is the successor.
