Citation, commencement and extent
1. This Order may be cited as the Specified Animal Pathogens (Scotland) Amendment Order
2009 and comes into force on 2nd December 2009.

Amendment of the Specified Animal Pathogens (Scotland) Order 2009

2.In Part 1 of Schedule 1 to the Specified Animal Pathogens (Scotland) Order 2009(b)
(specified animal pathogens) after item number 34 (peste des petits ruminants virus) insert—

“34A. Porcine Reproductive and Respiratory Syndrome virus genotype 2.”.

This Order amends the Specified Animal Pathogens (Scotland) Order 2009 to add a further
pathogen (Porcine Reproductive and Respiratory Syndrome virus genotype 2) to the list in Part 1
of Schedule 1.
