Regulation Act 1984 as it is to be amended by sedd of the Road Safety Act 2006. Section 19
will not be in force when paragraph 54 of scheduleomes into force, so article 4 of this Order
makes transitory provision modifying the amendmestde by that paragraph until section 19
comes into force in Scotland.
