Procedure under Part VI after Laying of Complaint

43 Appointment, of person to promote complaint.

Where a committee inquiring into a complaint declare, in pursuance of subsection (6)
of the last foregoing section, their decision that there is a case for the accused to answer
and do not dismiss the same under subsection (7) of that section, the Upper House
of the Convocation of the relevant province shall nominate a fit person to promote a
complaint against the accused in the Court of Ecclesiastical Causes Reserved:

Provided that when the accused is an archbishop the Upper House of the Convocation
of the relevant province shall for this purpose meet under the presidency of the senior
diocesan bishop of that province and the accused archbishop shall take no part in the
proceedings of the said meeting.
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
