Penalties

27 Removal of limited prohibition

Where by virtue of anything done under this Measure or the 1963 Measure an
archbishop, bishop, priest or deacon is prohibited from exercising functions for a
specific time he and the archbishop or bishop of the province or diocese concerned
(or his successor in office) acting jointly may make an application to the Dean of
the Arches and Auditor sitting with the two Vicars-General for the removal of the
prohibition; and on receiving such an application they may make an order removing
the prohibition, whereupon he shall be eligible for any preferment.
