PRELIMINARY

4 Incorporation of Harbours Clauses Act, 1847

The provisions of the Harbours Clauses Act, 1847 (except sections 6 to 13, 16 to 19,
22, 23, 25, 26, 42, 43, 48, 49, 50, 77, 83 to 90, 97, 98, 101 and 102) so far as they are
applicable for the purposes of, and are not inconsistent with, the provisions of this Act
are hereby incorporated with and form part of this Act:
Provided that in construing the provisions so incorporated—

(i) the expression " the special Act" shall mean this Act, the expressions " the
Promoters of the undertaking " and " the undertakers " shall mean the Authority,
and the expression " the harbour, dock or pier " shall mean the port;

(ii) section 15 shall have effect as if for the words from " shall forfeit" to the end
of the section there were substituted the words

“shall be liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding £100”;
(iii) section 63 shall have effect as if for the words from " penalty " to the end of

the section there were substituted the words

“fine not exceeding £20”;
(iv) section 69 shall have effect as if for the words from " sum " to the end of the

section there were substituted the words

“sum not exceeding £10”.
