Other provisions

76 Forest Recreation Ground

(1) In this section—
“the car park” means the interchange car park and associated facilities to

be provided pursuant to section 26 of, and Schedule 4 to, this Act on the lands
in the City numbered 192 on the deposited plans;

“the designated works” means so much of Works Nos. 2E, 3A and 3B as
is situated on the relevant land;

“the particular purpose” means the provision of the car park; and
“the relevant land” means so much of the lands in the City numbered 192

on the deposited plans as is not required for Work No. 2J.

(2) Nothing in this Act shall authorise the undertakers to acquire any part of the relevant
land for the particular purpose but the City Council may make the relevant land or
any part thereof available to the undertakers for the particular purpose on the terms
specified in subsection (3) of this section.

(3) The terms to which this subsection applies are such terms as the City Council considers
appropriate and shall in particular include provisions such as are referred to in
Schedule 6 to this Act.

(4) If at any time after the opening to traffic of the designated works the undertakers
cease to operate any part of those works with the intention that that cessation shall

be permanent, they shall as soon as reasonably practicable, unless otherwise agreed
with the City Council—

(a) remove the rails and any other works, equipment and apparatus which have
become redundant; and

(b) restore, to the reasonable satisfaction of the City Council, the relevant land to
as good a condition as that in which it was before the making of the designated
works.

(5) Following the completion of any restoration pursuant to subsection (4) (b) above so
much of the relevant land as is so restored shall continue to be held by the City Council
as though this Act had not been passed.
