Town and country planning

32 Application of section 215 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 to
vegetation

(1) In section 215 of the Planning Act (power to require proper maintenance of land) as it
applies in Greater London, “the condition of land” includes the condition of vegetation
which is growing on or overhanging the land in question.

(2) In section 217 of the Planning Act (appeal to magistrates' court against section 215
notice), subsection (1)(b) shall not apply in Greater London in respect of a notice so
far as it relates to the condition of vegetation which is growing on or overhanging land.
