the preservation of Hampstead Heath as an unenclosed public open space, the
prohibition of the sale of turf, gravel or other material, and the preservation
of its natural aspect);

sections 7 and 9 of the Epping Forest Act 1878 (which provide for the
preservation of Epping Forest as an unenclosed public open space and the
preservation of its natural aspect);

sections 6 and 7 of the Corporation of London (Open Spaces) Act 1878 (which
provide for the preservation of the open spaces to which that Act applies as
unenclosed public open spaces and the preservation of their natural aspect);
and

section 2 of the Highgate and Kilburn Open Spaces Act 1886 (which provides
for the preservation of the lands to which that Act applies as public open
spaces and the preservation of their natural aspect).

prevents the operation of any private right in respect of an easement or
covenant affecting an open space;
