Tower of the Commissioners to raise Money

59 Commissioners to raise money for the purposes of the Act.

The Commissioners may, with the consent of the Commissioners of Her Majesty's
Treasury, from time to time raise such sums of money as they may think expedient
for the purpose of carrying into effect any of the provisions of this Act, and the
Commissioners may give as security for the repayment of any monies so raised, and
of interest thereon, the whole or any part of the property vested in them by this Act.
