COPYRIGHT: TRANSITIONAL PROVISIONS AND SAVINGS

Parliamentary copyright

43 (1) Section 165 of this Act (general provisions as to Parliamentary copyright) applies
to existing unpublished literary, dramatic, musical or artistic works, but does not
otherwise apply to existing works.

(2) Section 166 (copyright in Parliamentary Bills) does not apply—
(a) to a public Bill which was introduced into Parliament and published before
commencement,
(b) to a private Bill of which a copy was deposited in either House before
commencement, or
(c) to a personal Bill which was given a First Reading in the House of Lords
before commencement.
