SCHEDULE 2

RIGHTS IN PERFORMANCES: PERMITTED ACTS

Playing of sound recordings for purposes of club, society, &c

15 (1) It is not an infringement of any right conferred by Part II to play a sound recording
as part of the activities of, or for the benefit of, a club, society or other organisation
if the following conditions are met.

(2) The conditions are—

(a) that the organisation is not established or conducted for profit and its main
objects are charitable or are otherwise concerned with the advancement of
religion, education or social welfare, and

(b) that the proceeds of any charge for admission to the place where the
recording is to be heard are applied solely for the purposes of the
organisation.

(3) Expressions used in this paragraph have the same meaning as in section 67.
