1.—(1) The enactments mentioned in Schedule 1 to this Act are hereby Repeals and 
repealed to the extent specified in the third column of that Schedule. associated 

provisions. 
(2) Schedule 2 to this Act shall have effect. 

2.—(l) This Act extends to Northern Ireland. Extent. 

(2) Any repeal by this Act of an enactment which extends to the Isle of 
Man shall also extend there. 

(3) Subject to subsection (2) above, this Act does not repeal any 
enactment so far as the enactment forms part of the law of a country 
outside the United Kingdom; but Her Majesty may by Order in Council 
provide that the repeal by this Act of any enactment specified in the Order 
shall on a date so specified extend to any of the Channel Islands or any 
colony. 

3.—( 1) This Act may be cited as the Statute Law (Repeals) Act 1989. Short title and 
commencement.

officer without any claims having been made to them— 

(a) the purchaser of the goods so sold shall acquire a good 
title to those goods; and 

(b) no person shall be entitled to recover against the sheriff 
or other officer, or anyone lawfully acting under his 
authority, for any sale of the goods or for paying over 
the proceeds prior to the receipt of a claim to the 
goods, 

unless it is proved that the person from whom recovery is 
sought had notice, or might by making reasonable enquiry have 
ascertained, that the goods were not the property of the 
execution debtor. 

(2) Nothing in this section shall affect the right of any lawful 
claimant (that is to say, any person who proves that at the time 
of sale he had a title to any goods so seized and sold) to any 
remedy to which he may be entitled against any person other 
than the sheriff or other officer. 

(3) The provisions of this section have effect subject to those 
1986 c.
