(b) in paragraph (c) (membership of the Royal College of Surgeons
of England), after “England” insert “‘granted before the coming
into force of section 1 of the Medical Qualifications
(Amendment) Act 1991,

2,—(1) This Act may be cited as the Medical Qualifications
(Amendment) Act 1991.

(2) Section 1 of this Act shall come into force on such day as Her
Majesty may appoint by Order in Council.

(3) This Act extends to Northern Ireland.
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
