SPECIFIC PROVISIONS

Criminal Justice (Scotland) Act 1995 (c. 20)
16 (1) Any enactment repealed by this Act which has been amended by any provision of

the Criminal Justice (Scotland) Act 1995 which has not been brought into force at
the commencement of this Act shall, notwithstanding such repeal, continue to have
effect until such provision is brought into force as if it had not been so repealed or
amended.

(2) Any provision of the consolidating Acts which re-enacts any enactment contained
in the said Criminal Justice (Scotland) Act which has not been brought into force at
the commencement of this Act shall be of no effect until such enactment is brought
into force.

(3) The repeal by this Act of any enactment contained in the Criminal Justice (Scotland)
Act 1995 which has not been brought into force shall not have effect until such
enactment is brought into force.
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
