The Judicial Appointments Commission

395. The effects on public service manpower will be minimal for the Judicial Appointments
Commission. The Commission will be an executive Non-Departmental Public Body
sponsored by the Department for Constitutional Affairs. The Commission will be
staffed by a combination of new recruits, and transferred or seconded staff from the
Department of Constitutional Affairs. It is estimated that the Judicial Appointments
Commission will have approximately 140 staff.
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
