HOSPITAL AND CARE HOME RESIDENTS: DEPRIVATION OF LIBERTY

PART 1

AUTHORISATION TO DEPRIVE RESIDENTS OF LIBERTY ETC

Application of Part
1 (1) This Part applies if the following conditions are met.

(2) The first condition is that a person (“P”) is detained in a hospital or care home —
for the purpose of being given care or treatment — in circumstances which amount
to deprivation of the person's liberty.

(3) The second condition is that a standard or urgent authorisation is in force.

(4) The third condition is that the standard or urgent authorisation relates—
(a) to P, and
(b) to the hospital or care home in which P is detained.]
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
