GENERAL
Enforcement, proceedings etc

108 Civil proceedings

(1) Where the doing of a thing is rendered unlawful by Part 2 or 3, and it is also an offence
under this Act, the fact that it is such an offence does not limit a person’s right to bring
civil proceedings in respect of the doing or apprehended doing of that thing.

(2) Without prejudice to the generality of subsection (1), compliance with a provision
of Part 2 or 3 contravention of which is an offence under this Act is enforceable in
civil proceedings by the Crown, or by OFCOM, for an injunction or for any other
appropriate relief.

(3) In the application of this section to Scotland, subsection (2) has effect as if for the
words from “civil proceedings” to the end there were substituted “civil proceedings
by the Advocate General for Scotland, or by OFCOM, for an interdict or for any other
appropriate relief or remedy”.
