Section 16: Disapplication and modification of controls

59. Section 16 brings into effect Schedule 9, which contains provisions dealing with the
heritage aspects of Crossrail. Section 16 also allows the Secretary of State to make an
order which would, in effect, switch off various parts of Schedule 9 in relation to any
work constructed in exercise of the powersin thisAct. Thiswould enabletherestoration
of the normal consents regime following the construction of Crossrail and allow post-
construction maintenance of Crossrail worksto be controlledin the usual way for works
affecting listed buildings and other historic property.
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
