THE QCDA, OBJECTIVE AND GENERAL DUTIES
The OCDA

175 The Qualifications and Curriculum Development Agency

(1) The body corporate originally established under section 21 of the Education Act 1997
(c. 44) as the Qualifications and Curriculum Authority is to continue in existence but
is to be known instead as the Qualifications and Curriculum Development Agency.

(2) In this Part the Qualifications and Curriculum Development Agency is referred to as
“the QCDA”.

(3) Schedule 11 makes further provision about the QCDA.
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
