Chapter 6 – Financial assistance in special administration cases

Applications for Financial Assistance

Section 137 – Grants and loans

959. This section prescribes the circumstances in which Monitor is able to give financial
assistance in the form of loans or grants in response to an application from a special
administrator. Subsection (1) provides that Monitor may only grant financial assistance
if it is established that it is necessary to enable a provider to continue to provide some
or all of the health care services that it provides for the purposes of the NHS or to secure
a viable business to secure continued access to NHS services and that there is no other
source of funding available.

960. Subsection (3) provides that Monitor would be able to grant financial assistance
in whatever manner, and on whatever terms, it considered appropriate, subject to
subsection (2), which provides that those terms would have to include a term requiring
the whole or a part of the grant to be repaid to Monitor if there were a contravention
of the other terms.

961. Subsections (4) and (5) provide that Monitor is able to recover overpayments in the
provision of grants and loans under this section. This includes a power to recover
interest on the amount overpaid.
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
