LICENSING ACT 2003: AMENDMENTS RELATING TO ILLEGAL WORKING

PART 7

TRANSITIONAL PROVISION

The amendments of sections 13, 16,42, 47 and 120 of the Licensing Act 2003 made
by paragraphs 3, 4, 6, 9 and 15 respectively of this Schedule do not apply in relation
to applications made, or interim authority notices given, before the coming into
force of the respective paragraph.

The amendment of section 27 of the Licensing Act 2003 made by paragraph 5 of
this Schedule does not apply in relation to a premises licence granted pursuant to
an application made before the coming into force of that paragraph.

The amendments of section 115 of the Licensing Act 2003 made by paragraph 14
of this Schedule do not apply in relation to a personal licence granted pursuant to
an application made before the coming into force of that paragraph.

The amendment of Schedule 4 to the Licensing Act 2003 made by paragraph 21
of this Schedule applies on and after the coming into force of that paragraph in
relation to—

(a) personal licences granted before, on or after the coming into force of that
paragraph, and

(b) offences committed before, on or after the coming into force of that
paragraph.
