22 Complaint by sanitary authority in cases of nuisance. U.K.

(1) Where complaint is made to the central authority by any sanitary authority, on
information given by any of their officers, or any ten inhabitants of their district, that
any work to which this Act applies is carried on (either within or without the district)
in contravention of this Act, . . . F22, and that a nuisance is occasioned thereby to any of
the inhabitants of their district, the central authority shall make such inquiry into the
matters complained of, and after the inquiry may direct such proceedings to be taken
by [F23the appropriate Agency], as they think fit and just.

23 Actions in case of contributory nuisance. U.K.

(1) Where a nuisance arising from the discharge of any noxious or offensive gas or gases
is wholly or partially caused by the acts or defaults of the owners of several works to
which any of the provisions of this Act applies, any person injured by such nuisance
may proceed against any one or more of such owners, and may recover damages from
each owner made a defendant in proportion to the extent of the contribution of that
defendant to the nuisance, notwithstanding that the act or default of that defendant
would not separately have caused a nuisance.

(2) This section shall not authorise the recovery of damages from any defendant who
can produce a certificate from [F24the approriate Agency] that in the works of that
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defendant the requirements of this Act have been complied with and were complied
with when the nuisance arose.
