SMALL HOLDINGS

Powers of County Councils in relation to the provision of Small Holdings

10 Rules as to mode and conditions of sale and letting

(1) A county council acquiring land for small holdings shall make rules for carrying into
effect the provisions of this Act relating to small holdings and in particular—

(a) as to the manner in which holdings are to be sold or let or offered for sale or
letting ; and

(b) as to the notice to be given of the offer for sale or letting; and
(c) for guarding against any small holding being let or sold to a person who

is unable to cultivate it properly, and otherwise for securing the proper
cultivation of a holding ; and

(d) for prescribing the terms and conditions on or subject to which small holdings
are to be sold or let by the county council.

(2) s All rules made under this section shall be. subject to confirmation by the Board.
