(6) This section, so far as it relates to employment in [**mines and quarries within the
meaning of the "'Mines and Quarries Act 1954], and factories and workshops, shall
have effect as if it formed part of ["*the “*Mines and Quarries Act 1954], and [**the
MFactories Act 1961], respectively, and the provisions of those Acts relating to
registers to be kept thereunder shall apply to the registers required to be kept under
this Act.
