THIRD SCHEDULE

CONSTITUTION AND PROCEEDINGS OF AGRICULTURAL WAGES COMMITTEES

6 (1) At a meeting of an agricultural wages committee the chairman, or a vice-chairman
presiding at the meeting in his absence, shall be entitled to vote, and in case of
an equality of votes shall have a second or casting vote, but before exercising his
right to vote, the chairman or vice-chairman, if so authorised by a resolution of
the members of the committee representing employers and the members thereof
representing workers, may obtain the advice of the Board or a committee thereof as
to the exercise of that right, and may adjourn the meeting in order to enable him to
do so.

(2) A resolution for the purposes of the preceding sub-paragraph that is passed at a
meeting of an agricultural wages committee unanimously by such of the members
thereof representing employers and such of the members thereof representing
workers as are present and voting shall be deemed, for those purposes, to be a
resolution of those members.
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
