CONSENTS REQUIRED TO THE MARRIAGE OF AN INFANT BY
COMMON LICENCE OR SUPERINTENDENT REGISTRAR'S CERTIFICATE

I. Where the Infant is Legitimate.

Circumstances. Person or Persons whose
consent is required.

1. Where both parents are living :  
(a) if parents are living together; Both parents.

Section fifty shall apply as if for the reference to the officiating clergyman there were
substituted a reference to the clergyman appointed under section sixty-nine of this Act for
the purpose of registering marriages, in whose presence the marriage is solemnized.
